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Some of the first tension wire grids in the United States were built under the guidance of the
inventors of the SkyDeck. The Eisenhour Theater at Yale, the Keck Theater at Occidental
College, and the Black Box Theater at SUNY Buffalo taught us valuable lessons, with each new
project more and more refinements came to light. Years of experience resulted in a highly
refined system with a thin frame profile, high working load, and low facility impact.

The installation of IAStage’s first modular tension wire grid for the Actor's Playhouse at the
Miracle Mile in Coral Gables, Florida, was in January of 2001. This system was a key component
in converting the facilities balcony seating area into a 2nd performance space. The system
developed was the impetus for what would become the SkyDeck™ system.

SkyDeck takes advantage of years of hands on experience; it is a product designed to benefit all
aspects of theater construction AND the end user. Many ‘standard’ tension wire grids are
designed and specified in such a way that they require the entire grid to be manufactured onsite.
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
